“My favorite church in Acts and, | guess, in all of history is the
church at Antioch. | love the church at Antioch. | commend to
you to read again about it. It was a place where something
new happened: the great, proud Jews who despised the
Gentiles (there was an anti-Gentilism among the Jews, just as
so often, unhappily, there has been anti-Semitism among
Gentiles) came to a breakthrough. They could not be silent.
They told their Gentile neighbors about the gospel, and
suddenly, on the basis of the blood of Christ and the truth of
the Word of God, the racial thing was solved. There were
Jewish Christians and there were Gentile Christians, and they
were one!
“More than that, there was a total span of the social spectrum.
We are not told specifically that there were slaves in the
church of Antioch, but we know there were in other places
and there is no reason to think they were not in Antioch. We
know by the record in Acts that there was no less a person in
that church than Herod's foster brother. The man at the very
peak of the social pyramid and the man at the bottom of the
pile met together in the church of the Lord Jesus Christ, and
they were one in a beauty of human relationships.
“And | love it for another reason. There was a man called Niger
in that church, and that means black. More than likely, he was
a black man. The church at Antioch on the basis of the blood
of Christ encompassed the whole. There was a beauty that the
Greek and Roman world did not know—and the world looked.
And then there was the preaching of the gospel. In one
generation the church spread from the Indus River to Spain. If
we want to touch our generation, we must be no less than
this.”
